® Students may not bring clothing, hats,
flags, posters, or other room decorations
that could be seen as divisive,
inflammatory, or offensive.

® \We ask that all electronics be switched
off and put away while at camp to observe
our Digital Sabbath rule designed to allow
campers to focus on God, camp,
relationships, and themselves —not games
or music.
